Strategies, and advance the State's greenhouse gas
reduction goals.

Climate Adaptation Planning Grants ($31.9 million):
These grants support local and regional
identification of transportation-related climate
vulnerabilities through the development of climate
adaptation plans.

Strategic Partnerships Grants ($4.5 million): These
grants identify and address statewide, interregional,
or regional transportation deficiencies on the State
Highway System in partnership with Caltrans.
