Book Item update:  Item #8 - change was made to the language with regard to the landlock 
information. 

ISSUE: 

Should the California Transportation Commission (Commission) approve execution of the 
following Director’s Deeds? 

RECOMMENDATION: 

The California Department of Transportation (Department) recommends the Commission 
authorize execution of the Director’s Deeds summarized below.  The conveyance of excess 
State-owned real property, including exchanges, is pursuant to Section 118 of the Streets and 
Highways Code (SHC). 

The Director’s Deeds included in this item involve an estimated current value of $11,893,755.  
The State will receive a return of $11,071,058 from the sale of these properties; corresponding 
maps are attached.

The Department originally acquired a 
roadway easement from the United States Department of Transportation, Federal Highway 
Administration for the construction of a temporary road relating to the construction of the new 
eastern span of the San Francisco-Oakland Bay Bridge project.  The temporary road has been 
relocated, and the City of Oakland is the successor to the Federal government of the United 
States.  This reconveyance of the roadway easement will fulfill the terms of the easement 
agreement.  Disposal unit does not meet Department of General Services’ (DGS) criteria for 
Executive Orders N-06-19 or N-23-20.

Per 
FMFCD resolution #2020-953, the Briggs Basin and the additional parcel will be used for 
public purposes by the FMFCD and FMFCD will be assuming maintenance responsibilities of 
the Briggs Basin in perpetuity.
