(US) 101 and Wellsona Road. Construction work also includes approximately 2,400 feet of

frontage road that will connectthe undercrossing to Wellsona Road.”

Thereis a two-way stop sign at the intersection of US 101 and Wellsona Road that has
experienced a concentration of collisions due to drivers not yielding to vehicular right-of-
way. Theseaccidents haveresultedin broadside, sideswipe and merge related collisions.
In a five-year period between October 1, 2011 and September 30, 2016, this intersection
experienced a total of 16 collisions, 14 of these were multivehicle. Three of the collisions
included fatalities which resulted in six deaths.In addition, during a five-year period
between January 1, 2016 and December 31, 2020, this intersection experienced an
additional 15 collisions, all of which were multivehicle accidents. These collisions resulted
in another 3 fatalities and 15 more injuries.”

After the undercrossing is constructed, all at-grade, cross traffic, left turn traffic movements
will be eliminated, thereby eradicating the primary safety issue at this intersection.”
