Streets and Roads Needs Assessment,” January 2013).

Throughout California, counties are having trouble keeping up with the costs of consistently
maintaining and rehabilitating their roadways. The system suffers from “chronic road maintenance
funding shortfalls.” The challenge is greater in rutal counties because theit low population densities
mean there are more miles of roadway with less people to pay for them. Rural areas generate fewer
funds per road mile. Like other California counties, Humboldt has had a backlog for decades. The
current backlog, estimated as of August, 2013, is over $217 million (see Table Streets4).

BICYCLE & PEDESTRIAN NEEDS ASSESSMENT

Bicycle and pedestrian needs were assessed, in part, from information in the Humboldt Regional Bicycle
Plan (HCAOG, 2012) and the Haumboldt County Pedestrian Needs Assessment Study (HCAOG, 2003).

To completely integrate pedestrian and bicycle modes into the transpottation system, HCAOG must
help meet the principal needs of existing pedestrian and bicycle facilities:

o Access & Choice — While commuting by foot or by bicycle is a choice for some, many othets
use these modes out of necessity. Children, high school and college students, seniots, and
people with low incomes often do not have access to other transportation modes. The streets
and roadway network must meet minimum ADA standatds to be accessible to wheelchair
users, vision-impaired and other pedestrians.

¢ Connectivity & Links — Pedestrians and bicyclists frequently utilize roads in Humboldt County
that lack sidewalks and/ot bicycle lanes or bike routes. A number of communities are bisected
by busy state routes, or county roads with no (ot limited) crossing facilities.

o Safety — The Humboldt County Pedestrian Needs Assessment Study (HCAOG, 2003) concluded that
better pedestrian access and improved safety conditions are required to ensure that our
communities are walkable, safe, vibrant places to live. Improved safety also hinges on bettet
rider/driver education, awareness, and road etiquette.

e Maintenance/Upkeep — When roads lack timely maintenance, detetiorated condidons such as

potholes and debris can pose safety concerns for bicyclists and other usets.

Community members who participated in Humboldt County’s General Plan Update Health Impact
Assessment identified the following needs for bicycle and pedesttian travel in Humboldt: pedesttian
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and bike friendly traffic signals; sidewalks and marked crosswalks; lighting; marked, designated and
mapped bike lanes; speed limits; safe and dry bike parking; community connectivity; and bike safety
education (County of Humboldt, 2008). In focus groups conducted for the General Plan Update,
participants said they saw that health and land use planning are connected, and they prioritized non-
motorized transportation for its health benefits. Other public opinions said that pedestrian, bicycle,
and equestrian travel was a ptiority; others approved of non-motorized improvements as long as
property rights were protected and conditions were maintained (County of Humboldt, 2001).

ACTION PLAN: PROPOSED PROJECTS

Table Stzreets-5, below, shows the top priority short-term (0-10
years) and long-term (11-20 years) roadway improvements for
Humboldt County’s regional “complete streets” system.
Members of HCAOG’s Technical Advisory Committee (TAC)
ptioritized all projects based on the RTP’s main objectives.
Projects that will meet the most objectives are the top priotities.

The full list of regional complete streets projects is in Table
Streets-6 (See Appendix 1).

For a more detailed, comprehensive description of each
jurisdiction’s bikeway facility improvements (constrained and
unconstrained), refer to the Humboldt Regional Bicycle Plan
(HCAOG 2012), and the respective bikeway master plans for
the City of Arcata, City of Fureka, and County of Humboldt.?
The pedestrian facility improvements for each of the
jurisdictions are based on the Humboldt County Pedestrian Needs
Assessment Study HCAOG, 2003).

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» TAP/ATP Funding: HCAOG assumes that jurisdictions in Humboldt will be successful in
garnering TAP/ATP funding equivalent to TE monies from the STIP. Annual funds are
assumed to be $3.3 million.

» ITIP Funding: HCAOG assumes a one-time I'TIP share of $15 million for the Redwood Coast
Corridor Project on State Route 101. These are the only ITIP funds assumed for the 20-year
finance plan.

» SHOPP Funding Levels: The State was allocated, over a four-year period through fiscal year
2011-12, $159.3 million in SHOPP funds for Humboldt County. HCAOG shall assume the
same funding levels for the 20-year projection.

» RSTP Funding Levels: For the past several years, the regional portion of STP funds was
$1,147,300 annually. In fiscal year 2012-13, HCAOG received $1,318,500. For the 20-year
forecast, HCAOG assumes a consetvative average of $1,200,000.

» LTF Non-Transit Monies: Of HCAOG shate of the Local Transportation Fund (from TDA
monies), approximately $80,000 per year is set-aside for pedesttian and bicycle projects (starting
FY2013-14). After higher priority expenditures, approximately $410,000 has been available for
spending on roads. Thus, over 20 years, $9.8 million is estimated for LTF revenues reasonably
available for “complete streets” projects.

» Gas Tax Subventions: The State of California returns a portion of the statewide gas tax
revenues to each jurisdiction for the purpose of maintaining roadways. The County and the
Cities directly receive a total of $4.5 million per year in gas tax subventions. These funds can be
used for any roadway expense (e.g. engineering, other maintenance). Using State Controllet’s
data, it can be assumed that 40% of subventions are used for non-major
rehabilitation/construction projects. Therefore, the annual estimate is $2.7 million (60%).

» Grant Funds: HCAOG and individual member agencies and Tribes will apply for various grant
programs to finance all types of transportation projects, from planning to construction and
education. For example, several member agencies will be applying for federal TIGER grants for
the Humboldt Bay Trail" and other projects. HCAOG has no solid basis for estimating the
amount of grant funds we will receive, either collectively or individually. Therefore, we do not
hazard a guess, but do note that grant funds will sutely supplement other transportation funds in
the next five to 20 yeats.

Table Finance-2, below, shows the summary of reasonably anticipated revenues and costs for
projects (excluding SHOPP) identified in the “Complete Streets Element” of this RTP. The
revenue estimates are simple projections of cutrent revenues over 20 years, increased by 3% annual
inflation. The value in this exercise is less as a definitive calculation than as an indicator of a
significant problem: estimated revenues for the next 20 yeats equal 94% of the revenue needed to
meet existing needs.

Pedestrian Safety in McKinleyville

INTRODUCTION

Through the Pedestrian Safety Injury Prevention Action Team project of the California Department of
Public Health—funded by the Safe States Alliance through the National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration (NHTSA)—California Walks consulted with key pedestrian safety practitioners in
Humboldt County in the Fall 2014/Winter 2015 to identify high-need/high-risk pedestrian safety
communities in the region, resulting in the identification of the Hoopa Valley Tribe and the
unincorporated community of McKinleyville.

Following additional conversations with the Humboldt County Public Works Department and the
Redwood Community Action Agency, the community invited the University of California at Berkeley’s
Safe Transportation Research Center (SafeTREC) and California Walks (Cal Walks) to McKinleyville to
facilitate a pedestrian safety action-planning workshop with an immediate focus on strengthening the
County’s grant application for McKinleyville to the California Active Transportation Program (ATP)
through a community-driven process. Cal Walks facilitated the workshop on April 29, 2015, which
consisted of: 1) an overview of multidisciplinary approaches to improve pedestrian safety; 2) a
walkability assessment at McKinleyville High School during morning student arrival; and 3) small group
action planning discussions to facilitate the development of recommendations for the County’s
ongoing active transportation efforts, as well as to inform the County’s ATP application for
McKinleyville. This report summarizes the workshop proceedings, as well as ideas identified during the
process and recommendations for pedestrian safety projects.

BACKGROUND

Community Pedestrian Safety Training Program

The Community Pedestrian Safety Training (CPST) program is a joint project of UC Berkeley SafeTREC
and Cal Walks. Funding for this program is provided by a grant from the California Office of Traffic
Safety (OTS) through the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA). The purpose of the
CPST is to train local neighborhood residents and safety advocates in pedestrian safety and to educate
them about collaborating with local officials and agency staff to make communities safer and more
pleasant to walk. The half-day training is designed to provide participants with pedestrian safety best
practices and a range of proven strategies (the 6 E’s: Evaluation, Engineering, Enforcement, Education,
Encouragement, Empowerment) to address and improve pedestrian safety conditions and concerns.

Reflections from Walkability Assessment

Walkability assessments were conducted immediately preceding and following school arrival for
McKinleyville High School at the intersection of Murray Road and McKinleyville Avenue, as well as the
section of McKinleyville Avenue between Murray Road and Gassaway Road.

1) observe infrastructure conditions and the behavior of all road users and 2) note strategies and
solutions that could help overcome infrastructure deficiencies and unsafe driver, pedestrian, and





Community Resident Recommendations

HUMBOLDT COUNTY SUPERVISOR RYAN SUNDBERG WELCOMING RESIDENTS TO WORKSHOP

Following a presentation by Tom Mattson, Director of the Humboldt County Public Works Department
on the County’s potential Active Transportation Program (ATP) grant application for McKinleyville, Cal
Walks facilitated small-group action planning discussions. Workshop participants were tasked with
developing concrete recommendations to improve pedestrian safety in the area of McKinleyville
observed during the workshop, including evaluating whether the County’s ATP application aligned with
the community’s priority. The ATP application proposal concept involves providing a multi-use asphalt
sidepath along McKinleyville Ave. between Murray and Gassaway to help students safely walk and bike
to school. Workshop participants provided the following recommendations for the grant application
and overall pedestrian safety ] Ly '

1) McKinleyville Ave. Path:
Participants unanimously

Gassaway' Whlle RESIDENTS DEVELOPING ACTIONABLE RECOMMENDATIONS FOR MCKINLEYVILLE
participants recognized the

challenges and increased costs of providing a path on both sides, they expressed a strong desire
for the project to provide paths on both sides if at all possible and encouraged the County to
work with the property owner of the northeast parcel to secure an easement for the east side
path. If providing a path on both sides ends up not being cost-effective, participants did not
express a strong preference for which side the path should be located.

McKinleyville Ave. / Gassaway Rd. Improvements: Residents would like to see this intersection
improved with the installation of a 3-way stop sign, as well as curb ramps and high-visibility
marked crosswalks at the intersection. The south side crosswalk of the intersection should only
be striped if the path an east side path is constructed (i.e., participants did not want a
“crosswalk to nowhere.”).

McKinleyville Ave. Sidewalk at Murray Rd.: Participants would like to see a sidewalk installed
on the vacant parcel on southwest corner of the McKinleyville Ave./Murray Rd. intersection in
order to accommodate the students and residents already walking along the well-worn dirt
paths. Participants acknowledged that this project could possibly wait until the parcel is
developed and require sidewalk installation as part of the development.

Collaborate with Redwood Transit System: Residents would like the County and School District
to collaborate with Redwood Transit System to address the accessibility and crossing needs at
the bus stops on McKinleyville Ave. near the high school. Participants noted the need for
bulbouts and a high-visibility mid-block crossing to accommodate the southbound transit riders
crossing McKinleyville Ave. to access the school; participants would like the agencies to
consider installing a raised crossing supplemented with a rectangular rapid flashing beacon.
Additionally, residents would like to see the bus stops upgraded and made fully accessible to
persons with disabilities.

Leverage High School “Link” Orientation Program for Pedestrian Safety Education Efforts: The
high school runs a “Link” orientation program for entering freshmen that is led by upper
classmen that covers a variety of issues. Workshop participants, including middle school youth,
recommended taking advantage of this existing infrastructure to create and disseminate
pedestrian safety education materials. Younger students look up to the upper classmen, and
this approach would allow for a youth-led, peer-to-peer education effort.

Develop Youth-Created Walking Maps & Crosswalk Stencils: Workshop participants
highlighted the need to get more youth involved in Safe Routes to School and pedestrian safety
efforts. One priority strategy that emerged was to work with applied science and/or art classes
at the high school to design and develop school route walking maps for parents and students,
as well as decorative crosswalk stencils to make pedestrian safety a fun issue.

Establish Ongoing Communication Structure Between Law Enforcement & Schools: Due to the
passage of Measure Z, McKinleyville is slated to receive more law enforcement resources
beginning over the next few months. School principals participating in the workshop shared
their challenges in working with the various law enforcement agencies in the past and voiced
the need for a consistent, ongoing communication structure (possibly through a task force or
committee) for schools to communicate regularly with the law enforcement agencies. This
organizing structure would also help to overcome the frequent law enforcement staffing
changes that have occurred in the past that left schools in the dark and without a contact.
Participants also supported the concept of sharing the law enforcement among the different
schools in McKinleyville in order to coordinate and ensure law enforcement presence at the
beginning/end of the year and holidays at each school.





8) Implement Daylighting & Enhanced Crosswalk Treatments: Participants noted that a few low-
cost strategies should be implemented as soon as possible, including: daylighting or corner
parking restrictions at marked crosswalks, especially around schools; and advanced yield line
pavement markings and supplemental signage to help encourage drivers to yield to
pedestrians.

* Engage Youth through Youtube Traffic Safety Web Series: Middle school youth participants
emphasized that educational efforts needed to be paired with incentives to encourage
participation and learning. Workshop participants proposed creating Youtube series of traffic
safety education videos that would be paired with a tracking and incentive program. Either
teachers or parents would sign off on the videos a student has watched and after a certain number
of safety videos viewed, students would be able to redeem prizes, such as gift certificates to local
businesses or Starbucks. This project could be jointly developed and championed by other civic
groups and the Chamber of Commerce and could be integrated into the County’s forthcoming
smart phone app.

Youth Leadership and

Safe Routes to School

Training and supporting groups of student leaders is an exciting and effective way of engaging schools in safe
walking and bicycling promotion. Child and youth engagement through student leaders has proven effective in the
promotion of healthy transportation with grades four to twelve. Authentic collaboration with student leaders will
ensure that your strategies and activities are ‘cool-proofed’ and fun.

Children’s and youth's abilities and contributions can sometimes be undervalued within our busy school structure.
Sometimes adults perceive that children or youth are capable of only limited contributions, but those perceptions can
be overturned by actual results. Children and youth are capable, competent, responsible, and able to contribute to
decisions." It is your role as an adult facilitator to ensure the opportunity to maximize these abilities.

Safe Routes to School and Student Leaders: Facilitator’s Guide to Engaging Middle School Youth is designed to empower
student leaders as competent contributors to their schools and communities. Investing time to support and build
student leaders can shape a team of confident and skilled Safe Routes to School advocates ready to adapt the
program to suit their peers. ™V As an adult facilitator supporting youth leadership, you will benefit from an ethical,
pragmatic, time-efficient, and motivating approach*v

Ethical: Itis respectful to authentically engage representatives from your target audience in any outreach project. If
middle school students are your target audience, then middle school student leaders should play a role in delivering
that project.

Pragmatic: A small team of youth leaders will understand their peers better than a teacher, principal, parent, or
youth worker.

Time-efficient: There is no better communication tool than word-of-mouth. In addition to word of mouth, the use

of technology such as social media ensures that the right message and the most appropriate wording for those
messages get disseminated from one student to another.

Motivating: Working with middle school student leaders can make a Safe Routes to School program more creative,
innovative, and fun. This can make the adult facilitator’s job more rewarding.

Youth engagement in Safe Routes to School requires a simple shift in thinking. Instead of delivering the project to
students, we plan and deliver the project with studentsi in a manner that builds on the social cues that youth take
from each other about what is cool and what is socially acceptable.

This means that the adult facilitator has a different role than a traditional classroom teacher*™ Throughout this
project, the facilitator’s role is not to teach the participants, but to guide them towards shared goals, such as more
students safely walking and bicycling to school, safer school zones, and fewer cars arriving at school.

Authentic Youth Engagement

Part of the adventure of delivering a project with students is the uncertainty that goes with active engagement.
Authentic youth engagement ensures that youth participants themselves shape the process along the way. An adult
facilitator cannot exactly predict the flow of a youth leadership project but will shape the project in response to a
variety of factors, ™ including:

»+ the character and motivations of participating student leaders;
« the timing and circumstances around the group’s role and meeting schedule; and,
+ the conditions for walking and bicycling within the community.

This type of learning is referred to as constructivist or service learning where learning becomes a new discovery that
is “constructed” as each individual learner combines new information with existing knowledge and experiences.”

YOUTH BICYCLE AND PEDESTRIAN SAFETY EDUCATION CURRICULUM

Local Models and State Recommendations
Background

Children have been walking and bicycling to school since the concept of school was invented. As Safe Routes to
School programs become established, more children get to school under their own power and need bicycle and
pedestrian safety education to help make the trip safer and more appealing to their parents and community

members.

A comprehensive Safe Routes to School program should include bicycle and pedestrian safety education
curriculum, structured for appropriate grade and age levels, which can be implemented as part of a school-wide,
communitywide, or statewide program. Pedestrian safety courses or programs will be most effective with K-3rd

grades, and bicycle safety courses or programs will be most effective with 4-8th grades.

There are many examples of safety education curriculums currently in use in the US. Some are brief overviews
such as a bicycle or traffic safety rodeo, or a class or school assembly, or a part of a ‘Safety Town’ course. Others
are more intensive, providing in-depth instruction and practice sessions. The most effective curriculums are the
latter, since the level of knowledge and skills needed to truly improve the ability of a child to negotiate traffic is
much greater than a brief rodeo or assembly can offer. Comprehensive curriculums can sometimes be too costly

for some schools and communities, so a bicycle rodeo or assembly may be an affordable solution to introduce

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curriculum concepts until other funds are available. Another challenge is that some schools are not willing to
dedicate in-class time for bicycle or pedestrian safety classes; however, many schools have done this successfully
through physical education programs, and a focus on bicycle and pedestrian safety curriculum can help to meet

wellness policy requirements.

Good Policies

Good bicycle or pedestrian safety curriculums should include at least the following basics:

how to cross the street safely -stop, look and listen

basic bike and helmet fitting - especially important for parents

how to position yourself properly on the road - the three positions

how to let drivers know your intentions - be predicrable

how to safely negotiate turns and intersections — hand signals, signs, traffic awareness
the basics of traffic law - right of way and rules of the road

skills practice - 3-6 adult-led hours on a bike; one hour walking in a neighborhood

Children should generally only be allowed to negotiate automobile traffic alone when they are around ten years
old, since there are developmental barriers up to that point. Parents or older youth should accompany children
younger than ten. But ultimately parents must judge a child’s readiness themselves. For this reason, parents
should themselves receive bicycle and pedestrian education materials or instruction, since many do not routinely
travel by bicycle or on foot and may not understand what is needed for their child to be a safe pedestrian or

bicyclist in traffic.

A bicycle or pedestrian safety rodeo or assembly is a one-time or annual safety event designed to engage and

entertain children while providing safety skills and knowledge, and should include:
Safety skills course marked with chalk or traffic cones, expert leaders and a spectator area
Helmet-fitting lessons; videos or lectures on safe biking and walking behavior

Games, skills challenges, raffles and other activities.

Examples

Walk Boston (Boston, Massachusetts; walkboston.org)
The 15 Safe Routes to Schools lesson plans teach students how walking is good for their bodies and the
environment, and to connect walking, health and the environment. The lesson plans are for Kindergarten - Grade

5 students, and provide lessons in Health, Math, Social Studies and Science / Technology.

Texas Bicycle Coalition (Austin, Texas; biketexas.org)
Supercyclist Curriculum - this fifteen-lesson Teacher’s Guide contains more than 200 pages. Each lesson lasts
approximately one hour, with 30 minutes devoted to bicycle-focused academic/classroom activities and 30

minutes devoted to physical activities that improve strength, balance, and flexibility.

League of American Bicyclists (Washington D.C.; bikeleague.org)

Kids I - Designed for parents, instructors explain how to teach a child to ride a bike. Topics include how to
perform a bicycle safety check, helmet fitting and bike sizing. Includes 10-minute 'Kids Eye View’ video and
parent brochure. Kids I1 - 7-hour class for 5th & 6th graders includes on-bike skills and safe riding routes.

Bicycle Transportation Alliance (Portland, Oregon; bta4bikes.org)

To be taught by expert cyclists, this ten-hour curriculum includes four hours of in-class and six hours of on-the-

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Safety for Walking and Bicycling

Factors that affect safety and help prevent injuries from traffic or violence for children and adules on foot or bicycle.

Research reports safety as a commonly identified barrier to walking or bicycling to
school. The literature on bicycle and pedestrian safety suggests that as safety increases,
so does participation in active travel.

The research in this section identifies patterns of active transportation, injury, environmental attributes associated

with pedestrian safety, as well as successful strategies to increase safety implemented by Safe Routes to School

projects. Implications of this research suggest infrastructure improvements, traffic education for scudents, and

driver enforcement can provide positive impacts on overall pedestrian and bicyclist safety.

RESEARCH HIGHLIGHTS:

For students living within I mile of school, implementation of effective pedestrian interventions can reduce the traffic

dangers that prevent children from walking to school (Beck, et al., 2008).

Pedestrian injuries represented 8% of the unintentional injury deaths among children O to 19 years of age.(Borse,

2008).

A motorist is less likely to collide with a person walking and bicycling if more people walk or bicycle. For example, an

individual’s risk while walking in a community with twice as much walking will reduce to 66% (Jacobsen, 2003).

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A study in New York City found a 33 percent decline in overall pedestrian injury among school children (including a
44 percent decline during school travel times) in areas where federally funded Safe Routes to School projects were
implemented. In locations without Safe Routes to School interventions, the injury number remained almost
unchanged. (DiMaggio, 2013).

A followup study in New York City examining the benefits of Safe Routes to School projects on injury reduction and
the associated cost savings found that the projects were associated with an overall net societal benefit of $230

million over a projected 50-year period. (Muennig, 2014).

SCHOOL TRANSPORTATION-RELATED CRASHES (2015)
KEY TAKEAWAY:

Data on crashes involving school-transportation vehicles provides important insights for safety in school

travel across motorized and nonmotorized modes.

RESULTS:

From 2004-2013, 1344 people were killed in school-transportation-vehicle-related crashes, an average of
134 per year.
- 8% of fatalities were occupants of school transportation vehicles, and 21% were nonoccupants

(pedestrians and bicyclists). Most fatalities in school-transportation-vehicle -related crashes were

occupants of other vehicles in the crash (71%).

Of school-age pedestrians fatally injured in school-transportation-vehicle -related crashes, 67% were
struck by school buses or vehicles functioning as school buses and 33% were struck by other vehicles

(passenger cars, trucks, motorcycles, etc.). There were 116 pedestrian deaths from 2004-2013.

METHODS:
This research brief includes data from the Fatality Analysis Report System (FARS) from 2004-2013 on
school-transportation-vehicle-related crashes, defined as “a crash that involves, either directly or
indirectly, a school bus body vehicle, or a non-school bus functioning as a school bus, transporting
children to or from school or school-related activities.” It did not assess or compare school travel
fatalities related to bicycle, pedestrian, or private vehicle crashes that did not involve school

transportation vehicles.

December Meeting Minutes: Minutes Approved.

ATP Cycle 3 Project Brainstorm:
There will be a call for projects through Cycle 3 of the Active Transportation Program in March.

Humboldt County Public Works is resubmitting a proposal for improvements to the Hammond
Trail as well as for a SRTS project near McKinleyville High School and Morris Middle School. The
Hoopa Tribe is also considering applying for improvements at the ‘Blue Slide’ area which is south
of the project area that was funded under Cycle 2. Their downtown project did not get funded
through the Tiger grant. They will be resubmitting another Tiger grant for that.

County Public Health is also interested in applying. The funding will not be available for 5 years
which adds a challenge of knowing what will be needed that far into the future.

There was a discussion of potentially applying for a grant with the Family Resource Center in
McKinleyville. They are an active partner. There was also talk of a project around transit. Students
who attend McKinleyville schools can ride the bus from one school to another. There was also a
suggestion to work with McKinleyville afterschool programs.

Another idea that Public Health shared was a possible project working with seniors to create ‘Eyes
on the street’. It was suggested for them to utilize the McKinleyville community watch Facebook
page for input as it is very active and they have subcommittees working on different issues.

Another suggestion was a carpooling campaign that involves families and provides community
education. There are 35,000 cars per day traveling on Central Ave in McKinleyville! That is more
than the population! Soon Heartwood will be connected to McKinleyville Ave and Central Ave. This
will likely create more traffic on Heartwood towards McKinleyville Ave.

Potential RTAP Project Discussion:

Sometimes stray dogs are a safety issue that prevent students from walking, particularly in Hoopa.
Perhaps an innovative project would be to work with animal control, tribal police, and/or the tribal
council on this issue? The dogs need neutering and spaying. There is a mobile vet who can go out
if the community requests. This would be an unusual SRTS project.

There have been three successful RTAP projects so far: Dows Prairie, Hospice (construction on
Freese Ave), and on Ryans Ct in south Eureka. Art’s staff gives RTAP information to people who
request work projects.





Perhaps a notice could be sent to schools and/or PTA’s about the project and opportunites to
work on RTAP projects.
