I am glad to hear you are interested. The project would take place in 2019-20, so it is a fair ways off. It will
require quite a bit of effort. We calculate 9,186 linear feet of fencing. The fencing will be five foot high livestock
fencing stretched on T posts 10 feet on center with a 4X4 post every 25 feet or so. The fencing also includes a
top and bottom stainless steel wire for stiffness. We have used prisoners in the past to construct this types of
fence on another part of the project and it took 10 guys about four weeks to build it.


The set of stairs to the beach will be about 35 feet tall and will need to be constructed with large diameter
timber. It will be designed by an engineer.


I am happy to answer any additional questions.

On behalf of Walk & Bike Mendocino I would like to express our support for the City
of Fort Bragg’s ATP grant request for Phase II of the Fort Bragg Coastal Trail and
Restoration Project. As Executive Director of Walk Bike Mendocino, I strongly
support this project because it will provide a safe 6 mile long multiuse trail through
Fort Bragg. Highway 1, through Fort Bragg, is a dangerous but very heavily used
bicycle route, especially for touring cyclists.


The Phase II multi-use trail will add 1.3 miles in the middle section of the Fort Bragg
Coastal trail, resulting in a 6-mile long continuous multi-use trail. This will greatly
increase commuting and recreational bicycling opportunities in our community.
